the crossroads
‘let the weak say i’m strong; let the poor say i’m rich’
I was born into a very poor family at Koh Kong, a much undeveloped island off Cambodia. In 2001, I finished my high school and came to live in the capital city in order to seek further opportunity for education. Like many other students who lived in poverty, I had to live in a temple due to financial constraint. The environment was unbearable, and meal was irregular, yet I had no choice. But worst, I had to be ‘slave’ to those students who lived with me. Life was like a sea weed following where its undercurrent.
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Then I came to Crossroads where university students are trained, equipped and nurtured to be future Cambodia leaders. While worshipping their God, they sang a song – Give Thanks. It was so ridiculous that they gave thanks in the midst of suffering. Eventually, I began to comprehend the meaning – Let the weak say I am strong; let the poor say I am rich. Jesus came into my heart, and He is the only one I have and the only one I have ever wanted.
While at Crossroads, Pich Ken has accepted Christ as his personal savior. He is a faithful disciple of the Lord. In August 2004, he graduated and was posted back to the island where he was born to be a teacher. He is now conducting research and will partner with Crossroads to enable weak and poor people there to say ‘I am strong; I am rich’. Please PRAY for the church planting ministry at Koh Kong island.

The Crossroads was led by the Lord to a new ministry site about 45 minutes drive from Phnom Penh city. There are about 250 villages along a 20 kilometers straight dirt road. Vanni’s heart went out to these people who mostly lived in poverty and without any physical facilities too. While we waited for new semester for the high school nearby to commence, the children in the village began to flock into Vanni’s compound. ‘The first thing that came to my mind was to educate them on personal hygiene and mannerism’, said Vanni. Soon thereafter, parents dropped by one by one to express their gratefulness to Vanni. ‘Thank you, teacher, my son showers 3 times a day now.’ ‘Teacher, my children are so well-mannered now. They greet and thank me always.’ ‘Teacher, how did you change my child’s life?’ The seed of gospel has been sowed and we PRAY for the Lord of harvest to nurture and bless these people with His grace and mercy.
