· Wisdom to find and determine the exact location and the Lord’s provision of funds to purchase a land and to build a dormitory[est.US100,000];

· Courage of Crossroads students to persevere to grow to be ‘Ezra’ and faithfulness in committing to rebuild and restoring Cambodia for God.
