Cambodia CNEC Annual Report 2006
I. Introduction: Cambodia CNEC


As at 2006, Cambodia CNEC has 4 student centers in which churches are planted. Its model, which is based Phnom Penh, has two separate locations for males and females respectively, is going through the process of re-structuring for better making disciples in Cambodia for the purpose of rebuilding and restoring Cambodia. 

The Crossroads church at Phnom Penh, though young is vibrant and growing in maturity. In February 2006, the church achieved independency in its leadership and also financially. One very encouraging factor is seen in these believers, who primarily university students, are hungry and growing in His word, and their faith and commitment can be measured from the tithing. On record, 78% o fits church members has complied with tithing.
II. Crossroads Centers

a. Crossroads Phnom Penh: 
There are a total of 40 residents at the center. The program is leadership based and much emphasis is on discipleship upon conversion of residents. The center remains as the main resources for ministry for church planting and other future Cambodia CNEC ministry.
The Girls dormitory is about two minutes’ walk to the main center. In general, the girls’ grown in faith is relatively faster than the boys. The Crossroads is anticipating an abundant harvest in summer 2007 and 2008 when the current ‘godly ladies’ will graduate.
b. Crossroads Battambang:
The Crossroads Battambang is led by Rotha, a graduate and disciple from the Crossroads Phnom Penh. He has 13 students residing with him in a rented premise in this second largest city in Cambodia, in which 7 of them were baptized in 2006. Based on its strategic location within education zone in the city, there is plenty to invest for greater harvest.

The ministry here is taking shape slowly and has great potential for growth. Its leadership is growing in maturity and stature. In 2006, much attention has been poured to this site, and more mission teams are directed to contribute to the growth here.
c. Crossroads Kampong Speu
Our co-worker, Seng Vanny, got married in March this year and since then the ministry has been going through trying times due to the leadership vacuum. The ministry bears good witness as most children and local girls, though not professed their faith openly for fear of community persecution, have life transformation that has caught the attention of the public at large. 
Crossroads Kampong Speu has made strategic contribution to the growth of the Crossroads Phnom Penh discipleship. Students from the capital city come to this site for ministry exposure and practicum purpose. Besides, this site is also an ‘attraction’ for mission teams flocking to Cambodia. 

There was regular worship led by Vanny but with her departure, the factory worker’s ministry has also taken a dive. As at now, due to strategic movement, the Crossroads leadership has decided to withdraw the factory worker’s ministry project till 2008. The leadership has also taken the decision to put the ministry as “Temporary Inactive” for future purpose.

d. Crossroads Pursat:
Karanin, another product of the Crossroads, is a qualified government high teacher and was posted to Pursat to teach, and subsequently promoted as vice-principal of a high school. Over the period of time, he has rented a small premise to house 5 students from distance villages. 

With financial support from the Crossroads Church at PP, Karanin planted a church therein. Besides giving personal tuition where more than 40 students come daily, there are about 7-8 regular worshippers.
III. Evaluation on Cambodia CNEC

I have made a return trip to Cambodia after 8 months absent for the purpose of evaluation of Cambodia CNEC ministry. My observations are as follows:

a.
The students at the center are growing in number and also spiritually. Their hunger for spiritual growth is evident from their commitment in various ministries;

b.
The church leadership continues to grow. The appointed pastors preached and taught and together with 4 other Cambodia CNEC leaders, partnered well to pilot Cambodia CNEC. 
c.
The church believers continue to grow. Their initiative to share the gospel with family members and friends are commendable. In October, The Crossroads PP organized a successful 3 days retreat/camp with their own means to reach out to some 50 others, challenged them to think about the truth, true life and true community. 
d.
Cambodia CNEC has already built solid foundation for more expansion and growth. Its hunger for growth is justified from the leadership’s vision and dedication to rebuild and restore Cambodia for Christ.
IV. Future for Cambodia CNEC

Cambodia CNEC has proven that a well governed partnership with foreign churches can be very effective and efficient for ministry growth. While it is still growing spiritually, and that it is on a “Ready mode” to undertake its future direction, Cambodia CNEC has the following in plan:-

a. Cambodia CNEC seeks to expand its physical structure[building] size for ministry purpose. It is planning to acquire the property adjacent to it;
b. Cambodia CNEC prayerfully seeks to establish a pre-school business in Phnom Penh. Its target audiences are essentially people who are cross-culturally married in Cambodia and middle income size community, an emergence in Cambodia very recently. The business has 3 objectives:-

i. To provide job opportunities to Crossroads students, and to continue develop and partner them in future ministry;

ii. To plant a middle class/income church in capital city through its association;

iii. To generate income for ministry sustenance in the future.
c. Cambodia CNEC seeks to establish a two-fold more Micro-enterprise nature of ministry for the purpose of assisting students financial and physical needs that often withhold them back for ministry, thus to reach out to more ‘influential’ person for Christ;
d. Cambodia CNEC seeks to pursue its vision on Factory Worker ministry in year 2008;

e. Cambodia CNEC remains teachable and willing to be led by the Lord to all ministries as He desires so.
