interesting statistics

Some interesting facts about Cambodia for your consideration:
· In 1992, just prior to United Nation entered and aided Cambodia, only some 20 churches were found.
· In early 2000, a local newspaper in South Carolina, USA, THE STATE, reported that 85% of believers in Cambodia are ‘rice Christian’. 
· In 2001, The Evangelical Fellowship of Cambodia has reported that there are about 6000 churches in Cambodia.
What is truly needed in Cambodia in view of the statistics above? Cambodia National’s Evangelism Commissions minister to Cambodia via The Crossroads.
The crossroads

The Crossroads seeks to empower the body of Christ to go into the world to go and preach the gospel by raising, equipping, training and nurturing university students in Cambodia to be future local leaders.

A. 
The Crossroads Dormitory: We have a total of 26 university students in both men and women dormitory. All students are required to participate in Crossroads program of leadership training and character building. These students come from 4 different universities in Phnom Penh in which we intend to establish cell groups and student fellowship within each campus. Please PRAY for the following:-

i.
Students’ maturity in the word of God despite the language barrier in Khmer Bible in order to grasp the truth revealed by God[there is an issue with Khmer Bible’s  translation and accuracy of its meaning].
ii.
Students to seek the visible expression of Kingdom of God in every strata of life in Cambodia, that they may dedicate their lives to be servant-leaders of integrity, honor and Christ-like examples.
B.
The Crossroads Church: We PRAISE THE LORD for His grace and mercy. The church, attended by mainly university students, is now beginning its 3rd year. Since the last report in September 2002, 10 more students have been added to the church and are now attending its baptism class. We THANK GOD for the harvest and pray that they will continue to be discipled to grow and mature in Christ.

The Church upholds the concept of ‘life-influence-life’ principle. Ever student at the Crossroads is equipped through ministry via one-to-one discipleship. It is this principle that penetrates the gospel barrier in Cambodia where Christianity is hatred and isolated by the nation.

We PRAISE THE LORD that the church was able to walk through the Old Testament last year through the pulpit ministry. Having understood God’s work of redemption, the church is sending out its first mission team to churches in provincial area to help teaching and ministering the word of God to believers that the body of Christ living under restriction and/or persecution would be strengthened and to become involved in world evangelization church.
We PRAY that:-


i.
God will use this church to be a witness and to make disciple in the local university;

ii.
God will protect and deliver this church from all persecutions within the nation;


iii.
God will enable its young leaders to be faithful and persevere in leading the church.

C.
The Crossroads Recreational Center[RC]: The Crossroads students invite their friends to hang-out at the RC with the purpose of inviting them to church via ‘relationship evangelism’. They usually play chess and/or board games, learning to play guitar, etc. 
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The Crossroads also welcomes mission teams from oversea in partnership with the Crossroads students to reach out to these friends. For an example, in October 2002, a team came to share about dating and Christian family values, in contrast to Khmer’s brokenness in family. Another team came to organize ‘telematch games’ to be followed by bible study in Khmer led by Crossroads students.

University christian students movement

On 13th October 2002, the Crossroads organized and led the first ever city wide University Christian Students to worship in unity. The purpose of this gathering is be encouraged by the visible expression of the Kingdom of God amongst the university Christian, and to impart Christ-like leadership to these future national leaders. Some 200 students gathered together to witness the physical body of Christ amongst the university students. On 12th January 2003, the group will meet again for the second time. We PRAY that:
i.
University Christian students will uphold unity in the name of Jesus Christ;

ii.
University Christian students have commitment to the Lord and be bold to make Him known to non-believers on campus;

iii.
University Christian students will change, rebuild and restore Cambodia to live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness.
mobilize churches for world evangelization

With effect of 2003, The Crossroads will be used by Singapore Bible College[SBC], the oldest Christian Vocation Training Institution in the region of South East Asia, as an extension program for its mission department. SBC will send its students to the Crossroads for practicum in order to equip them in a cross cultural ministry. 
In 2002, twelve[12] churches from oversea came to the Crossroads as short term mission team[5 of them returned for 2nd visit]. They would stay between 1 to 8 weeks period, ‘demonstrating to students’, especially the non-believers, on what is Christianity. Their relationship building with students, by the grace of God, would mutually encourage one another spiritually. 
Mission teams would also be educated and trained on world evangelization and how to be effective in the Great Commission. While here, they will learn about the Biblical Basis for Mission, Cross Cultural Ministry, Role of Churches and Mission Agency in World Evangelization, and more important, what the Lord desires of them in life. We PRAISE THE LORD that the body of Christ is inspired spiritually and realized their calling for the purpose of world evangelization.  
new projects

In June 2003, 5 students from the Crossroads[front to back … Rotha, Karanin, Kimheng, Mongthal, and Piseth] will graduate form their college. All of them have been with the Crossroads since the ministry commenced and were discipled personally. They are all committed to the Lord and have demonstrated faith in Him in their lives. They all need your PRAYERS. Some of them will be serving with us to lead and pioneer the Crossroads ministry in other areas such as school, Sponsor-a-Child, Orphanage, etc. as the Lord leads.
Christian Primary School: The Crossroads is praying for the Lord’s direction to minister to Cambodian via a primary school. If the Lord’s willing, we will commence by January 2005. Teachers will be appointed from students at the Crossroads. It is our desire that they will model and impart to students Christ-likeness via life-influence-life principle.
