cambodia national’s evangelism commissions

the crossroads
introduction
The Crossroads was established in July 2000. Its goal and objectives is to rebuild the broken nation of Cambodia through raising, training and equipping leadership. The Crossroads primary target audience is the university students, whom it provide dormitory for them to reside in the capital, Phnom Penh. 
By the grace of God, a church was planted therein in August 2000, and the girls dormitory subsequently a year later. The total number of students lived at the Crossroads exceeded 30. The Crossroads soon initiated a university Christian Student Movement to envision the body of Christ in expressions of the unity of the one body of Christ through the servant leadership of Christ. Its goal is primarily to establish a fellowship group within each university campus in Cambodia.

In 2003, 5 students from the Crossroads graduated from their studies. We PRAISE THE LORD for 3 of them have dedicated their lives to serve the Lord full time. Rotha has gone to Battambang, the second largest city in Cambodia to establish another Crossroads. Vanni would has been led by the Lord to an area where more than 250 villages are without the gospel. Karanin will spend another year to be a qualified teacher in order to be more ‘effective/influential’ in this culture. 
The Crossroads’ blessing is made possible by the participation from oversea churches where brothers and sisters give generously to support His ministry. The partnership is strategic as the Crossroads reach out to more university students who will have massive impact on prosperity of Cambodia.
training to teach bible: genesis to revelation
When students come to live at the Crossroads, there will be 2 months probation where they will be explained on the content of the Bible. The Crossroads use a 105 Bible Chronological pictures to help newcomers to comprehend God’s work on redemption. Interestingly, the word of God will convict their hearts together with the life demonstrated by students at the Crossroads, leading them to profess their faith in the Lord. 
As the Crossroads strive to be a blessing to others, students are also taught and equipped to teach the 105 Bible Chronological pictures to others. Very often, there are myths and misconceptions on Christianity that prohibited Cambodians from coming to the Lord. Therefore, besides getting students to practice and sharpen their presentations, which varied depends on the audience, they would study together in anticipating common questions that audience usually ask. 
Karano and Vanni[pic below] would spend their free time together to practice and familiarize to present the work of redemption of God. Having accomplished, Karano helps to teach new students and other Cambodian churches form time to time to help believers ground their faith in His truth.
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mystery … yet the grace of god

To each and everyone of us, God has His plan, and his lesson. Touch[not his real name] was about to graduate. A very gifted believer in teaching, his calling to be a church planter was affirmed in various ways. Last June, what was initially diagnosed in a remotely facilitated hospital as typhoid transpired to be HIV positive. Touch had no clue how this could be true and was totally devastated.
Laid on a hospital bed with his days numbered, Touch pressed on believing that there is only victory for his spiritual life. As the Crossroads witnessed Touch’s perseverance and commitment, students’ growth in spiritual maturity suddenly triggered. I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces many seeds[Jn.12:24]. 

Touch’s life has been prolonged in the midst of corruption practiced within hospitals. With more than 2 million people already diagnosed with AIDS and awaiting medicine, he was supplied with medicine to boost his immunity. Please PRAY for His future direction, so mysterious yet so clear. May the Lord continue to use Touch to be a blessing to others, yet be transformed to be like Jesus.
penetrating the walls of university ministry

With deep ongoing hatred for Christianity, relationships with the university students is hard to come by. The Crossroads organized and invited their friends to a 3 days camp on 1st – 3rd January 2004. About 55 came and many for the first time admitted that they have misunderstood the gospel. We PRAY that life at the Crossroads will continue to reflect the Kingdom of God, especially in the midst of suffering in this broken land.
The Crossroads believed that if God had rebuild and restored his temple in Jerusalem, the same God can also rebuild and restore this broken nation. We pressed on to convince the non-believing university students that we Christian sincerely care for Cambodia. We PRAY for ‘Ezra’ to be established in Cambodia, someone that truly knows, understand, practice and teaches the Law of God. Please PRAY that our ongoing outreach will draw more university students to be attracted to the beauty of the Lord.
